suitable for hikers, bikers, and strollers. The trail is accessible from the designated
trailheads at the Wolfe Neck Parking Area and behind the Outlets. Trail users will pass
through mature hardwood and conifer forests, marshes and open fields. Scenic vistas at
the Wolfe Glade and Holland Glade crossings provide spectacular views of the coastal
marshes, and interpretive signs provide visitors with information about plant and animal
life along the trail.

Please Note: Trail access in Lewes is from Kings Highway opposite the Cape Henlopen
High School or from Gills Neck Road west of the entrance to the Hawks Eye community.
Rehoboth Beach access is from Hebron Road just off Route 1. No parking is available at
these access points.
